3. Poster Creation

4. Class Debate
Topic ideas:
· “Are electric cars good for the environment?”
· “Should plastic be banned?”
5. School Energy Audit
Pupils explore:
· Lights left on
· Waste
· Ways to save energy
6. Pledge Tree
Each child writes one action they will take to help the planet and adds it to a class display tree
